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Norris to Address Partnership Lakeland

     NASHVILLE, Tenn. --- Tennessee Senate Majority Leader Mark Norris (R-Collierville) will be the special guest speaker at the annual meeting of Partnership Lakeland on Thursday, April 23.  The meeting will begin at 7:00p.m. and take place at the First Baptist Church of Lakeland on Canada Road.  

Partnership Lakeland is a political action committee dedicated to mobilizing citizens to maintain responsible government in the City of Lakeland.  For the annual meeting, they have asked Senator Norris, a former Shelby County Commissioner and Lakeland’s sole voice in the Tennessee Senate, to speak on the importance of civic involvement, public service, and voting smart in local elections.
